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Partial Access

Redactions have been made to information that would reveal deliberations of Cabinet and is
therefore taken to be contrary to the public interest to release, under Schedule 1.6 (1)(d) the
disclosure of which would reveal any deliberation of Cabinet.

Further deliberations were taken under the public interest test set out in section 17 of the Act.
Additional partial redactions were applied where | decided, on balance, the information could
reasonably be expected to prejudice the protection of the individual’s right to privacy, the
management functions of an agency, and/or a deliberative process of government.

Public Interest Factors Favouring Disclosure
The following factors were considered relevant in favour of the disclosure of the documents:
e Schedule 2, 2.1 (a)(i) promote open discussion of public affairs and enhance the
government's accountability; and
e Schedule 2, 2.1 (a)(ii) contribute to positive and informed debate on important issues or
matters of public interest.

Public Interest Factors Favouring Non-Disclosure
The following factors were considered relevant in favour of the non-disclosure of the documents:
e Schedule 2, 2.2 (a)(ii) prejudice the protection of an individual's right to privacy or any other
right under the Human Rights Act 2004.

On balance, the factors favouring disclosure did not outweigh the factor favouring non-disclosure as
the redacted information contains names of constituents that are non-ACT Government employees.
Therefore, | determined the information identified is contrary to the public interest and | have
decided not to disclose this information.
