Public Interest Factors Favouring Non-Disclosure
The following factors were considered relevant in favour of the non-disclosure of the documents:
e Schedule 2, 2.2(a)(ii) prejudice the protection of an individual’s right to privacy or any other
right under the Human Rights Act 2004.

On balance, the factors favouring disclosure did not outweigh the factors favouring non-disclosure as
the redactedinformation contains names of non-ACT government employees. Therefore, |
determined the information identified is contraryto the public interest and| have decided not to
disclose this information.
